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Col. Uri Baratson (Res.) was born in
Jerusalem in 1927,

After completion of his secondary
school education in 1944 he enlisted
immediately in the Palmach. He served
in the Palmach both in the ranks and
as an officer until the outbreak of the
War of Independence. During his
service in the Palmach he performed
exceptional service in helping to bring
“illegal” immigrants into the country
and in the military action which was
part of the day-by-day routine of the
Palmach.

In the War of Independence he com-
manded an Infantry Company holding
the rank of Captain in the Palmach
Brigade which fought in the cut-off
Negev. He was wounded in a Negev

battle and returned to service after hi

recovery

After the War of Independence he con
tinued to serve in the regular Israel
Defence Army. He was assigned a
number of various commands, among
them a regiment and the Golani
Srigade, one of the most distinguished
Brigades in the Israel Defence Army.

In the Sinai Campaign he was attached
to the Operations Section of the
general staff, and in the Six-Day War
served on the general staff itself.

In the framework of his many duties in
the Israel Defence Army he directed
both the Officers School and the
School for Staff Officers. In 1961 he
was despatched to the United States
for a year of study at the Command
and Staff School in Kansas.

After 24 years of military service in
the Haganah and in the Israel Defence
Forces he was released from regular
service and appointed Director of a
development project in the Tel Aviv
area. He has remained in the reserve
with command status.

Colonel Baratson met Ruth Lubanov
who was to become his wife while
they were serving in the same Unit
during the War of Independence. They
have three daughters, two of whom
are in High School, and one in the
elementary school.
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
